The Fraser Valley Regional District, in 
partnership with the City of Chilliwack, City of 

Abbotsford, and BC Transit, have approved the 
launch of the Fraser Valley Express bus service. 

The service will connect Chilliwack and 
Abbotsford with Langley, offering valley 
residents access to Metro region transit 

services. Annual ridership is predicted to be 
130,000 per annum.
